  Kalyn Loverich of Bartram Trail, the Class 5A Player-of-the-Year, finished third with 67 points 

followed by Kayla Minger of Port St. Joe (Class 2A) with 52 points, Heather White of Winter Park 

Trinity Prep (Class 3A) with 45 points and Krista Brown of Jacksonville Eagle’s View (Class 1A) 

with 38 points.
